According to art. 17 of the CCM Regulations, CCM is statutory reunited and the majority is gathered when 17 votes are expressed.

The meeting’s agenda, approved unanimously at the beginning of the meeting by the CCM members was:

1. Review of the Romanian proposal for GFATM phase II 

2. PR proposal regarding administrative costs for phase 2 

3. ARAS protest related to the delay registered in signing the new contract (phase I)

4. Addendum to one of the Executive Committee (EC of CCM) decision (related to TB program – phase I)

1. Review of the Romanian proposal for GFATM phase II

Mr. Eduard Petrescu presented the following documents (de citat documentele).

The National Commission for Fighting Against AIDS (CNLAS) was asked to post on its website the most recent HIV/AIDS epidemiological report (March 2005).

Silvia Asandi (RAA) suggested to include in the list of partnerships developed inside the GFATM program the following bodies: The Romanian College of Nurses and Midwives (involved in Continuous Medical Education- CME project).

Other participants suggested also the inclusion of following documents:

· National Anti-Drug Strategy (2005-2012)

· The National Surveillance and Control Program for TB (2001-2005, 2006-2010).

Related to the CCM’s constituency, Mrs. Merce Gasco (JSI) and Mr. Streinu-Cercel (CNLAS) said that organizations belonging to the faith-based sector have already expressed their interest in becoming members of the CCM (The Ecumenical Forum and International Orthodox Christian Charities- IOCC).

Mr. Petrescu has also reiterated the need of collecting the minutes of the working groups established for the development of the GFATM proposal phase 2 (1-3 June 2005). It was presented the process used for CCM self-evaluation and further information was requested related to the PR’s auditing process. The audit report or at least a draft of it should be included in the GFATM proposal for phase 2. 

The CCM members and all SRs representatives were again asked to provide feed back on consolidated budget, indicators and working plans by 29 June, at noon. Any other comments or suggestions will not be taken into account after this deadline.

2. PR’s proposal regarding administrative costs for phase 2 

The PR’s representative brought to the attention of the participants the problem of the funds initially intended for the monitoring and administrative costs of the PR and that weren’t approved in phase I (approx. USD 2 million). As a result, necessary funds were cut down from initial SRs allocations. 

The PR asked GFATM for clarifications in this respect hoping to get that amount at least for the second phase. It insisted in including the request for this amount in the Romanian phase 2 proposals. It was concluded that the Romanian GFATM proposal (due date 30 June) would not exceed the approved amount for the second phase (USD 6.391.000).  The CCM will request an official notification from GFATM related to the « lost » amount and also for possibilities to recover it.

3. ARAS protest related to the delay registered in signing the new contract (phase I)

Maria Georgescu (ARAS) has expressed her concerns regarding the occurred delay (25 days) in the implementation of the EC of CCM decision on the new contract for expanding CSWs prevention activities at the national level through ARAS’ branches.

Mrs. Varga explained the process of approving the contracts and informed the participants that after the CCM approval, the PR has to submit all the project documentation for final approval to LFA and GFATM. As a result, the CCM chairperson suggested that a LFA representative should be invited at the CCM meetings.

4. Addendum to one of the Executive Committee (EC of CCM) decision (related to TB program – phase I)

Mrs. Hussar informed the participants that an error occurring in one of the EC of the CCM decisions taken the 6th of June 2005 has been noted. It regarded the allocation of the USD 50.000 for building a separate staircase for TB patients in one of the TB centers, the title and number of the project were. The CCM members decided that the matter should be addressed by the EC of the CCM, which approved the changes and signed another decision.
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
